Advanced Beginner =  someone with some knowledge, for patchwork this 

includes rotary cutting skills, ¼” seam allowance mastered 
and able to use a sewing machine. 

Intermediate =    someone with good patchwork skills 
 
Reminder: - The class fee is due at the time of booking – It will be assumed that our terms 
and conditions below have been read and agreed when students book on our classes. 
 
Patchwork/Needlework does require time and patience so it is unlikely you will always 
finish the project during the class, although you will be given all the necessary 
instructions to complete it at home (Open Format and Follow-on classes are also available 
to continue your project). 
 

We have 6 Janome machines (M100 QDC) for students to hire during 
classes, which are ideal if your machine is too heavy to carry upstairs. 

The rental fee is only £5.00 per machine (for ½ or full day). 
The machines are available on a first come, first serve basis. 

 

Terms and Conditions 

 
In addition to the T&Cs below please be aware that we may need to make changes to 
venues or cancel classes at short notice (e.g. if a tutor tests positive for Covid19). Where 
possible we will give you as much notice as possible. 
 
If you would like to book a place on a class… 
1) Either ring the shop or return the enclosed booking form with full payment. 
2) We cannot guarantee your space unless you pay for your place – bookings received 

without payment will be put on a waiting list and transferred to the actual list once 
paid for. 

3) Should you wish to cancel - providing you give us 7 days notice before the class, we 
will issue a CREDIT NOTE.

with mesh and vinyl and bag hardware.
